Item 6. Indemnification of Directors and Officers.

Under French law, provisions of bylaws that limit the liability of directors are prohibited. However, French law allows sociétés anonymes to
contract for and maintain liability insurance against civil liabilities incurred by any of their directors and officers involved in a third-party action,
provided that they acted in good faith and within their capacities as directors or officers of the company. Criminal liability cannot be indemnified under
French law, whether directly by the company or through liability insurance.

The Registrant has obtained directors and officers liability insurance for its directors and officers, which includes coverage against liability under
the Securities Act. The Registrant has entered into agreements with its directors and executive officers to provide contractual indemnification. With
certain exceptions and subject to limitations on indemnification under French law, these agreements provide for indemnification for damages and
expenses including, among other things, attorneys’ fees, judgments and settlement amounts incurred by any of these individuals in any action or
proceeding arising out of his or her actions in that capacity.

These agreements may discourage shareholders from bringing a lawsuit against the Registrant’s directors and executive officers for breach of their
fiduciary duty. These provisions also may have the effect of reducing the likelihood of derivative litigation against directors and executive officers, even
though such an action, if successful, might otherwise benefit the Registrant and its shareholders. Furthermore, a shareholder’s investment may be
adversely affected to the extent the Registrant pays the costs of settlement and damage awards against directors and officers pursuant to these insurance
agreements.

Insofar as indemnification for liabilities arising under the Securities Act may be permitted to directors, officers and controlling persons of the
Registrant, the Registrant has been advised that, in the opinion of the Commission, such indemnification is against public policy as expressed in the
Securities Act and is, therefore, unenforceable.
